Remembering George
June 29, 1957 – July 8, 2018

We are saddened that George Corliss passed away on July 8, 2018 at Cadillac 
Munson Hospital. George’s voice was the one so many recognized when they 
tuned into Strong Tower Radio, but after suffering from lingering illnesses, he took 
his last breath.

Before George became a Christian, he had some very difficult years, but God 
totally transformed his life. His wife Deb, with whom he had 5 children and several 
grandchildren, preceded him in death in July 2016. In May 2017, he remarried and 
leaves behind his second wife, Joy Maul Corliss.

People recognized George as a visionary, fundraiser, drug prevention educator, 
writer, lay pastor and speaker, healthy living advocate, radio broadcaster, and a man 
who wanted to know and serve his God. His favorite verse was John 17:3.

The story and testimony of George Corliss is of a man who found forgiveness and 
mercy from a God that will “never leave you nor forsake you even for a moment”. 
God changed George from the inside out! He gave him a “new heart” and made him 
a “new creation”.

Possibly the greatest legacy and testimony of George’s life will be all the people he 
witnessed to and brought to know Jesus Christ as their personal Lord and Savior! 
We’re sure he will hear the words “Well done, good and faithful servant!”.

Tom Mejeur, our Marketing Director, summed it up best, “When one in the 
Lord’s army falls, He brings up three more warriors.” Strong Tower Radio 
began in the heart of God, this is His ministry.
