Flashing back to the Jewish nation, we find that is exactly 
what the High Priest and his associates did. They inserted them-
selves as the only interpreters of Scripture. By putting their own self-
ish spin on the testimony of the prophets, they deceived themselves 
and the nation, to the extent that they crucified their own Messiah. 
     Even though Pagan Rome, with its grandeur, gave birth to the  
Roman Christian apostasy, there were faithful churches that clung to 
Scripture. When one studies carefully the history of the Waldenses, 
the Albigenses and the churches in north Africa, one will discover that 
these went all the way back to the early church. They put their faith in 
Jesus, as their one and only High Priest, ministering for His church in 
the Heavenly Sanctuary. Nevertheless, these faithful people were 
persecuted almost to extinction by the Inquisition. But their faithful-
ness sowed the seeds of the Protestant Reformation.

     I recently read the book of John and realized that 
Jesus is truly the embodiment of Righteousness. In 
John 17, Jesus is giving His last will and testament, 
asking His Father to not only preserve and protect 
His disciples after His death, but also that they would 

be able to see His glory in Heaven.  
     Immediately after He finished His prayer, Jesus and the disci-
ples went to Gethsemane. John points out that Jesus went where 
Judas knew He would be. Think of it! Jesus placed Himself 
where He knew His betrayer would find Him! From the time Je-
sus said, “I Am He” for the first time in chapter 18 until He finally 
said “It Is Finished” in chapter 19, He was in complete control of 
the situation. He could have derailed Satan's schemes at any 
point. But, like He told John the Baptist in Matthew 3:15, “Suffer it 
to be so for now: for thus it becometh us to fulfill all righteous-
ness.” Jesus was committed to fulfilling the plan of salvation, no 
matter the cost to Himself. 
     As we read through the closing scenes of Christ’s life, we 
need to remember that these events happened in less than 18 
hours from His arrest to His crucifixion. We tend to focus on the 
physical pain and suffering that Jesus endured for our sins. He 
did suffer terribly, but don't miss John’s portrayal of Jesus, who 
was made “to be sin for us” (2 Cor. 5:21), as the kingly Sufferer.  
     Never did Jesus lose His focus on loving us; His commitment 
to save us at any cost to Himself. He cleared Peter of attempted 
murder by healing Malcus' ear. Pilate was beside himself looking 
for one excuse to free Jesus. He knew Jesus was the King of the 
Jews. Jesus' life is more than an example, He is the Embodiment 
of Righteousness. When we accept Him as our Savior, He gives 
us His righteousness. One day soon we will see Him.
