Myles Trowbridge, of Sault Ste. Marie, Ont., had several
aunts whose favorable Christian influence helped form his
early perceptions of God.

At the company where Myles worked, he had an engineer
friend with whom he had occasional in-depth conversations.
They explored inventive ideas, and also delved into spiritual
topics.

In 2012, Myles visited the same retired
engineer friend to purchase some equip-
ment from him. As they completed the

transaction the man shared a story with him. With a twinkle in
his eye, the man relayed the story's key element where a
mother told her son 'you is what you is, you ain’t what you ain't,
and if you is what you aint, you ain’t what you is."
