Contained within the second paragraph of the
Declaration of Independence of the United States, we find  «am Ferguson
hese foundational statements: "We hold these truths to be
self-evident, that all men are created equal, and that they
are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable

(Continued from page 1)
something other than self-centered living.

Has anyone ever recovered so far? Two men are recorded in
the Old Testament for our encouragement, Enoch and Elijah.
Genesis 5:21 records that Enoch lived 65 years, and his first
son was born. The next verse states that Enoch walked with God
for 300 years after the birth of his first son. We know that this walk
was not a monastic life of seclusion, as the verse concludes that
he had more sons and daughters. He not only enjoyed God's
provision for oneness with his wife (physically, emotionally, in all
dimensions), but he also faithfully raised his children to love God,
not only in word but also by his example.

Something about his first child helped transform Enoch from
faithfully living to walking with God. God became very personal to
Enoch, a son walking with his Father, and Enoch pressed forward
to know God intimately by faith. This impacted every part of
Enoch's life, and after 300 years, God translated Enoch to heaven.
Gen 5:24, Heb 11:5 What did that look like? It isn't recorded.
Now consider Elijah.

Elijah bursts onto the scene as a bold, single, faithful
prophet who declares God's word to King Ahab of Israel.
Only the final 10-12 years of Elijah's life are recorded,
then he is translated to heaven in a fiery chariot with the J =
apprentice prophet Elisha as a witness! What enabled
these two men to walk with God so closely that they
were taken to heaven without experiencing death? We
need to understand this, for the standard of translation remains the
same: without holiness, no man shall see God. Heb 12:14

Enoch and Elijah experienced independence from sin through
complete dependence upon God. How? Without faith, we cannot
please God. Heb 11:6 Faith comes by hearing the Word of God.
